Q: Can my child go home on his/her own?

A: The school’s stance is that Lower Primary pupils should NOT go
home alone unaccompanied, as there are concerns about their safety
and well-being.

Primary 3 pupils will be allowed to go home alone on a case-by-case
basis. Parents are advised to arrange for this only if they believe that
the child is responsible, safety-conscious, and ready to travel home
independently. After parents inform the Form teacher of the
arrangement, a Permission Pass will be issued to the P3 pupil. Parents
should understand that the school can bear no responsibility for the
safe passage of the child, and are advised to check on their child when

he/she reaches home.
